World 

Care sends the medications to developing coun-

tries.  This is also a very safe way to dispose of 

medications that are no longer needed.   

 Medications should never be put down the 

drain, because sanitary systems are unable to  

filter the medications out of the water.  Empty 

medication bottles may be placed in the blue  

Parish Nurse  Bin near the window on the west 

side of the Fellowship Hall.
